The activities will commence upon approval of work and financial plan. The team will gather any available data to be used as reference during the operation. They are tasked to identify partner government agencies to assist in the implementation of the project. Coordination with partner agencies and consultation with stakeholders shall also be undertaken.
The chairman and vice chairman will assist and closely monitor the conduct of land survey, inventory of establishments and conduct of dialogue between structure owner and establishment owner in case there is violation identified pursuant to Article 51 of PD 1067 and Republic Act 11038 or the Expanded National Integrated Protected Area System (eNIPAS) Act of 2018. They shall also monitor the result of water quality monitoring and solid waste management, and inventory of erring establishments. Further, facilitate the issuance of Notice of Violation and Order to Vacate.
The team shall submit monthly progress accomplishment report and status of each activity to the CENRO for consolidation and submission to Higher Office. Expenses incurred during the operation shall be chargeable against the available funds of Green Economy Model (GEM) – Rehabilitation and Protection of Prime Ecotourism Destination in El Nido, Palawan.
