Greetings!

This has reference to your letter addressed to President Rodrigo Roa Duterte, Republic of
the Philippines, regarding your request to place under CARP Coverage the 1,150 hectares of land
within the Iwahig Prison Penal Farm (IPPF) under the jurisdiction of the Bureau of Corrections
(BUCOR). Accordingly, the landless farmers occupied the subject parcel of land for more than
twenty (20) years.

Presidential Proclamation No. 718, which amended Executive Order No. 67, dated
October 15, 1912, which established the Iwahig Penal Colony in Palawan, segregates portions of
the land embraced therein and declaring the same as Civil Reservation for Resettlement and
Agricultural Sites purposes.

However, said segregation needs to undergo series of processes and evaluations.
Presidential Proclamation No. 718 specifically provides the areas (with coordinates) which can
be subjected for reservation for resettlement, and agricultural sites.

In line with this, we hereby request for you to submit a map with technical description,
indicating the specific location of the areas (1,150 hectares) covered by your request. Said map
will serve as reference/basis to determine whether the subject area falls within the areas provided
under the proclamation.
