• The Chair asked about the stretch of Timbugan Creek. The SB WQMA Focal 63 

Person answered that the whole stretch of Timbugan Creek is not yet mapped. 64 

Plans to do ground validation has been delayed due to quarantine restrictions. 65 

Timbugan Creek  will serve as the catchment of the outfall of the proposed STP in 66 

San Isidro. 67 

• As the secretariat presented the water quality status and the maps, NRO 68 

MIMAROPA Ms. Lanuza said that there is no Puerto Galera Bay in the database. 69 

MENRO Yap clarifies that Muelle Bay is part of the entire Puerto Galera Bay, and 70 

Muelle Bay is only in front of Pier. Puerto Galera Bay stretches from the lighthouse 71 

going to Muelle Bay. The Secretariat then requested MENRO Yap to provide maps 72 

for proper delineation of Muelle Bay and Puerto Galera Bay. 73 

• Further, the accomplished map and plotted coordinates of sampling points of 74 

Muelle Bay, San Isidro Bay, and Sabang Bay using ARCGIS software were 75 

presented. Additional information was provided on Varadero Bay which has 76 

ongoing waterbody classification and the unclassified Minola Bay.  77

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E. Updates on the STP Sabang and Proposed STP-White Beach 82 

Matter / Issue / Concern Response 

1. Status of STP: Operational or not 

(NRO MIMAROPA) 

MENRO Joan Yap, they have minor treatment in the 

facility, they conducted dry run for 28,000cu.m  

 

The Chair, Engr. Estoque, added that the delay is due 

to the processing of necessary of documents and fine-

tuning of the wastewater facility to work properly. 

Once they passed the GES it will be turned over to 

the LGU, it is still under the supervision of DPWH. 

 

2. Timeline of STP

MENRO Joan Yap said that the STP is still ongoing 

fine-tuning

4. STP for San Isidro  

(EMB MIMAROPA) 

 

Project Cost and Timeline 

(NRO MIMAROPA) 

MENRO Yap answered that the timeline for San 

Isidro (White Beach) was delayed. It started for April 

15 but has ongoing ECC application for the 

construction of STP in San Isidro. They have yet to 

submit a clear copy of the plans of construction of 

STP as part of their requirements. The MENRO cited 

that it should be finish in 2 years’ time, but they 

adjusted the calendar due to pandemic restrictions 

and the project will cost around Php200 million.

F. Update on the number of establishments and other discharge points that are 85 

connected to the STP  86 

 87 

• MENRO Joan Yap said that there were no additional for 30 establishment that was 88 

already connected in the STP. In addition, the MENRO said that the tourism in 89 

Puerto Galera is not yet fully operational and that all who wished to enter the 90 

municipality is required of a negative RT PCR test. 91 

• NRO MIMAROPA Ms. Lanuza ask for the duration of validity EMB Discharge 92 

Permit. EMB MIMAROPA Chair Engr. Estorque said that DP is valid for 1 year 93 

only but if the firm has a good environmental standing, this can be given DP with 94 

5-yr validity.  95 

• The Secretariat asked MENRO Yap if the Three D’s Malabanan-Ilagan Siphoning 96 

service has permit in the municipal office of Puerto Galera. MENRO Yap answered 97 

that this has to be confirmed with the licensing office first. 98
