In a letter dated January 20, 2021, the Palawan Council for Sustainable Development Staff (PCSD) clarified the land classification status of the ancestral domain of the IP community Campong It Mapangarapan It Palawano or CAMPAL as covered by CADC-R04-100.

In the same letter, the PCSD informed SOC citing failure of communication between PCSD and DENR, wherein the latter was not informed of the amended ECAN map, hence its reliance to the 2005 ECAN map and that PCSD will furnish PAMB and DENR the updated ECAN Map.

We write to you in line with the meeting with DENR-RED Ma. Lourdes Ferrer last May 12, 2021 to inquire if the PCSD has already communicated the new ECAN Map which reflects the change from Core Zone to Tribal Use Zone the ancestral domain area of the IP community Campong It Mapangarapan It Palawano (CAMPAL). 

In light of this development and on behalf of IPC CAMPAL, we request that the adjunct PAMB-MMPL, to restate the endorsement and resolution given to CAMPAL for the agro-forestry coffee project. As you well know this is a requirement of the DENR-EMB for the issuance of an ECC for CAMPAL’s agro-forestry project.

Attached is a copy of the PCSD Jan 20, 2021 letter. We have also attached copies of the PCSD Jan 2018 Resolution, PCSD SEP Clearance March 2018 and PAMB-MMPL Endorsement of March 2019 and copy of the NCIP-Certificate Precondition.
