Malampaya Sound.

Iminungkahi ng Tagapanguna na iyong mga barangay na nakasakop sa mga bawal na lugar na
pangisdaan ay magbigay ng opinyon.

Ipinagbigay alam ni PASu Pador na ang Barangays Tumbod, San Jose, Banbanan, Pancol at
Liminangcong ang mga lugar na bawal pangisdaan dahil doon naitalaga ang Strict Protection Zone dahil
doon makikita ang malulusog na mga corals na pangitlugan ng mga isda at ibang uri ng lamang-dagat.

Dagdag ni Forest Ranger Ricardo S. Tandoc na base sa pag-iikot sa Malampaya Sound ay
mayroon ng mga Marine Protected Areas at ang iba naman ay proposed. Isasama na ito sa mga lugar
bawal pangisdaan upang hindi na puntahan ng talakop at kapag sila ay nahuling nangisda ay maaari
silang hulihin. Ang ibang mga area ng MPA sa MSPLS ay approve na, tulad ng Barge Laot at Barge
Tabi sa Tumbod samantalang ang iba ay proposed pa lamang at ito ay tuloy-tuloy na pinuprotekahan ng
kasama ang Malampaya Foundztion, Inc. na tumutulong para maging MPA ang mga nasabing lugar.

Ayon kay PB Escasinas ay napansin niya na ang mata ng lambat ay may sukat na otso (8)
hanggang apat (4) kaya nabanggit niya na napakalaki naman ng sukat na otso (8) samantalang ang
talakop na ginagamit nila dati ay may sukat na dose (12).

Ipinahawag ni FR Tandoc na ang sukat na dose (12) ay hindi na ginagamit dahil base sa public
hearing at consultation na ginawa sa lahat ng barangay na sakop ng MSPLS ang napagkasunduan ay otso
(8) lamang, ang sukat na dose (12) ay destructive na. Wala na ring sukat na siyam (9) upang lumusot ang
mga maliliit na isda kaya ang sukat na mata nga lambat ay otso (8) hanggang apat (4) lang. Ang sukat
na apat (4) ay ginagamit din sa pang-alimasag. Dagdag pa niya na ang baring-baring na maliliit ay sa
mababaw lamang at may tatlong (3) dipa ang sukat at simula ng ibawal ang lift nets (bukatot
padaraw/pailaw) ang mga dilis ay lumalapit na sa tabi. Kaya sa Barangays New Guinlo at Old Guinlo ay
mayroong baring-baring na maliliit at ito ay mano- manong ginagawa. Hindi sila maaring mag-arya o
mangisda sa apat (4) na dipa dahil sa mababaw lang sila. Siguro sa susunod na PAMB yun ang kailangan
maisaayos.

Ayon kay PB Nerie Varquez ang kanyang suhestyon ay tanggalin ang baring at hindi na isama sa
resolusyon ng talakop dahil kung titingnan ang sukat ng mata ng lambat ay 8, 7, 6, 5 at 4 at ayon kay FR
Tandoc na yung mga baring-baring ay ginagamit lang sa tabi. Kaya naming ang kanyang suhestyon ay
tanggalin at gawing talakop na lang ang resolusyon.

Iminungkahi ni PO representative dela Cruz na gawaan din ng resolusyon patungkol sa maliliit
na baring-baring sa susunod na pagpupulong.

Sagot ni PASu Pador na isasama ito sa susunod na agenda.

Sa kadahilanang wala ng iba pa katanungan sa nasabing usapin inirekomenda ni PB Tumampil
ang pag-apruba nito na sinegundahan ni POs representative dela Cruz.

Ang kang mungkahi, na makipag-ugnayan muna sa PAMO-MSPLS at
DENR para malaman kung legal ba ang gagawin pagpuputol.

Pahayag ni PASu Pador ay magkakaroon ng ocular inspection sa Kuyawyaw falls bago muling
buksan ang nasabing lugar dahil noon bagyong Odette ay madaming kahoy ang natumba at kailangan
linisin ang lugar at halos dalawang (2) taon nakasara.

Iminungkahi ng Tagapaguna kung maaring madagdagan ang title, dahil ang resolusyon ay para
lang sa re-opening ng Kuyawyaw o baka pwedeng gumawa ng isa pang resolusyon na nakalagay ang
mga fees and requirements bago pumasok sa falls.

Kuyawyaw kung magkano ang babayaran at mga Do’s and Dont’s sa loob ng Falls.

Tanong ng Tagapanguna kung ang Kuyawyaw falls ay under the management ng PAMO.

Sagot ni PASu Pador opo dahil ang Kuyawyaw falls ay within Malampaya Sound PLS at ang
pangangalaga at pag-iingat ay nasa Protected Area Management Office katuwang ang Barangay
Council ng Cataban.

Sa kadahilanang wala ng iba pa katanungan sa nasabing usapin inirekomenda ni PB Tumampil
ang pag-apruba ng Resolution na sinegundahan ni PB Natividad M. Gabriel ng Tumbod.

Municipal Tourism ng Taytay ay ipagpaliban muna ang pag-endorso nito at isasama na ito sa susunod

muna ang nasabing resolution.

Dagdag pa niya na sa last na pag uusap with
Regional Executive Director (RED) Lormelyn E. Claudio and Mayor Christian V. Rodriguez, ang plano
ay magkaroon ng assessment/validation sa Cataban River para malaman kung ang area ba ay angkop pa
na kuhaan ng sand and gravel kasi aside sa mga approved CSAG ay may ibang mga contractor na doon
din kumukuha maging ang iba pang mga lokal na kumunidad na malapit sa Cataban river ay doon din
kumukuha para sa personal use na gamit gaya ng paggawa ng bahay na walang kakayahan bumili.

Tanong ng Tagapanguna kay G. Cometa kung papaano ang proseso sa pag apply ng quarrying?

Sagot ni G. Cometa na sa application ng CSAG isa sa requirements na hinihingi ay area status
clearance at kinukuha sa opisina (MGB), ang application form mula sa PMRB ang requirements ay
Barangay Clearance, Municipal Clearance at Province Clearance last ang area clearance mula sa Region.

At ayon sa RA 7942 na kapag ang area na ay close mining ito ay ang mga declared
Protected Area, isa sa mga provision ng RA 7942 for mining within declared PA ay naka base lang din
sa ENIPAS Act of 2018, at kung ano ang nakalagay na bawal sa ENIPAS Act ay bawal rin po sa RA
7942.
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Ayon naman sa Tagapanguna halimbawa kung mayroon mag-apply para sa quarrying permit
nakapaloob na doon ang asessment at validation galing sa opisina ng MGB?

Saad naman ni G. Cometa ay validation lang ang gagawin ng opisina ng MGB samantalang ang
assessment ay Private Mining Engineer at iyon ang tinatawag na geological assessment report na
isusumite sa opisina ng MGB at ang opisina ng MGB ang mag-validate ayon sa nakasaad sa report.

Tanong ng Tagapaguna sa iminungkahing resolusyon, kung ano ang magiging pakay nito? Ang
layunin ba nito ay para makapagbigay lamang ng ulat sa ginawang pagtatasa at pagsusuri?

Sagot ni PASu Pador para malaman ang kasalukuyang kalagayan ng Cataban River dahil sa
matagal na panahon ay walang assessment na ginawa at walang report mula sa Mining Engineer, at
makita kung angkop pa bang makunan ng sand and gravel ang kahabaan ng ilog na siyang tanging-ilog
na pinagkukunan.

Dagdag
pa niya bakit mayroon mga na-approved na CSAG na samantalang nasa loob ng protected area?

Sagot ni PASu Pador na ang mga naunang mga CSAG ay noon pang mag naunang taon at kanya
nang inabutan, ipinahayag rin nya na mayroon ng na denied for renewal ng CSAG na kung matandaan
ay enendorso ng board subalit ito ay denied ng PAMB Chairperson.

Ayon naman kay Kagawad Walter Ambasa ng Poblacion na resolusyon ay para sa assessment at
validation ng Cataban river mas maganda na malaman ng board kung ano ang magiging resulta maging
ito ay negative o positive ang resulta.

Sa kadahilanang wala ng iba pa katanungan sa nasabing usapin inirekomenda ni PB Tumampil
ang pag-apruba nito na sinegundahan ni PB Abraham V. Calaor ng Talog.

WHEREAS, the Malampaya Sound Protected Landscape and Seascape (MSPLS) has a total area
of 200,115.00 hectares which includes 111,339.00 hectares of marine and 88,115.00 hectares of
terrestrial environments, it belongs to the territorial jurisdiction of two (2) municipalities with twenty-
two (22) barangays, because of its rich fishing grounds, the Malampaya Sound is called the fishing
bowl of the Philippines;

WHEREAS, the NIPAS Act of 1992 as amended by Republic Act 11038 known as the
Expanded National Integrated Protected Areas System Act of 2018 provides that the Protected Area
Management Board (PAMB) shall approve policies, plans, and programs, proposals, agreements, and
other related documents for the management of the protected areas and shall ensure the implementation
of programs as prescribed in the Management Plan to provide employment to the people dwelling in
and around the protected area;

WHEREAS, the Malampaya Sound is an important resource that provides food and income to
various people of Taytay, its biologically rich marine and estuarine ecosystem significantly contribute
to the fisheries industry and provides various ecosystem functions as well, it is home to diverse wildlife
species some of which are endemic to Palawan while others have high conservation priority status such
as the infamous and critically endangered Irrawaddy Dolphins (Orcaella brevirostris);

WHEREAS, the abundant resources in the Malampaya Sound continuously attract dwellers to
settle in the area, particularly in its coastal barangays, the growing population may cause environmental
degradation and biodiversity loss due to excessive fishing pressure and uncontrolled use of fishing
gears, one of the recommendations to have sustainable fishing activity in the area is to have policies
concerning the proper use of fishing gears.

WHEREAS, it was recommended that the fishing nets allowed for Talakop fishing must have a
mesh size range of 4 to 8 centimeters, the nets must have an estimated total length of 120 -150 yards
(110 — 137 meters) which is equivalent to five spans (“panyo”) of commercially available nets and a
depth range of 12 to 15 fathoms (23-27 meters), the area for Talakop fishing activities shall be in the
outer part of the Sound except in declared MPAs located in the Islands of Mayaman, Turaw Bay, Taitai
Bay, Calabugtong, and Malapena; Rakit-rakit reef in Binaluan, Barge Laot and Tabi in Barangay
Tumbod.

WHEREAS, the RA No. 10654 that amends the Philippine Fisheries Code of 1998 states that
all motorized boats, boat crews, and fishnets should be registered and the fishing vessels allowed to
fish within the outer part of Malampaya Sound shall not be more than (3) gross tons.
