Series of consultation
meeting were conducted by the PAMO-MIBNP as part of the Communication, Education and
Public Awareness (CEPA) regarding the demarcation activity of MIBNP-PAMO.

Based on the report submitted clarifcations were made and issues and concerns were
already addressed by the PAMO regarding the rights of IPs and the protection of the natural
park. Also, a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) between Sadik-Habanan Buhid Inc., and
MIBNP-PAMO was already corrected and finalized for the installation of signages within the
PA.

Attached herewith is the Memorandum of Agreement, Summary of proceedings of the
conducted follow-up consultation meetings dated October 11, 2022, October 19, 2022 and
October 27, 2022 and other pertinent documents relative to the above-mentioned subject.

This has reference to the memorandum of PENRO dated November 18, 2022, and received by
this office on December 5, 2022, pertaining to the memorandum dated November 26, 2022, of the
Assistant legional Director for Technical Services requesting the Mts, Iglit-Baco Natural Park-
Protected Area Management Office (MIBNP-PAMO) to submit a follow-up report/summary of
proceedings of the conducted consultation meeting on September 28, 2022 in Brgy. Hagan,
Bongabong, Oriental Mindoro for the finalization of Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) between
Sadik-Habanan Buhid Inc., and MIBNP-PAMO as per MIBNP-PAMO Memorandum dated September
22, 2022. However, please be informed that the scheduled meeting last September 28, 2022, was
moved to October 11, 2022, to ensure that all concerned stakeholders are present at the meeting.

As a result of the consultation meeting held last October 11, 2022 attended by the
representatives from Tamaraw Conservation Program, PENRO Oriental Mindoro, CENRO Roxas, PG-
ENRO of Oriental Mindoro, and NCIP Roxas, clarifications were made, concerns addressed, and a
mutual understanding was reached regarding the rights of IPs and the protection of the natural park,
which is a shared goal of all concerned agencies. Another meeting for finalization of MOA was
conducted last October 19, 2022. Based on the recommendations made during the meetings, the
memorandum of agreement was revised and corrected accordingly.

Moreover, another consultation meeting was convened on October 27, 2022 upon the request of
SHBI to discuss their concerns with the presence of RED Lotmelyn Claudio and other DENR
MIMAROPA key officials to ensure that their agreements will be respected and will ease their worries
about the demarcation of the MIBNP boundaries within their ancestral domain. As a result of the
meeting, three agreements were reached related to the registration of the CADT of the Buhid-Bangon
tribe and the demarcation of the legislated protected area.

Lastly, on November 10, 2022, MIBNP-PAMO personnel went to NCIP Roxas to meet with
SHBI representatives and to deliver the summary of minutes of the October 27, 2022 meeting as well
as the final copy of the MOA for signature. PASu Aragones and Mr. Santelices, the planning officer of
MIBNP, signed the MOA and presented it to SHBI Chairman Ingay Solmay for signature once the
conditions set forth during consultation meetings have been met.

Attached herewith is the Memorandum of Agreement, Summary of proceedings of the
conducted follow-up consultation meetings dated October 11, 2022, October 19, 2022, and October 27,
2022, regarding the above-mentioned subject, and a Letter from KPBB and SHBI requesting a map

e The Agreements states the following
conditions:

1. MIBNP-PAMO will be installed
the marking (signages) in every 250
meters within the boundary line of
the protected area within the
ancestral domain of the Buhid and
Bangon.

2. That confirming through the
agreement that even the boundary
line has been marked, the
ownership of the ancestral domain
of the Sadik Habanan Buhid tribe
will remain theirs.

3. The farm lot and community that
will be affected in the installation
of signages will be avoided if
demanded by concerned IP but still
falls in the boundary line of the
protected area.

4. The existing culture of the Buhid
and Bangon tribe will be respected
like Pagkakaingin, traditional and
cultural way of hunting, and
gathering of trees for the purpose of
building their house.

e Mr. Dama Igna said that the current
meeting is still not about the signing of
MOA because other sitio leader is still
need to be consulted regarding the same
matter. APASu del Mundo said that

e Mr. Ingay Solmay said that the
boundary in the upper part of Batangan
has no Tamaraw, so why there is a need
to install a signage, he asked. He also
added that Batangan is in Oriental and
not in Occidental Mindoro.

e APASu del Mundo explained that
based on the previous discussions last
meetings, the installation of signages is
not just only for the habitat of the
Tamaraw, but also for the boundary of
the Mts. Iglit-Baco Natural Park that
covers the Municipalities of Sablayan,
Rizal and Calintaan in Occidental and
Muncipalities of Bongabong, Bansud,
and Gloria in Oriental Mindoro with a
total area of 106, 000 hectares, while
the tamaraw habitat is just 2,500
hectares only. The area where the
signages will be installed is the
boundary of the whole park.

e Mr. Igna said that the previous meeting
is not clear to him because it is all
about the Tamaraw and the current
discussion is about the park. He asked
the difference between the Tamaraw
forest reservation and the National
Park. APASu del Mundo answered that
the Mts. Iglit became a natural park
because there is a Tamaraw in the area
and many other faunal and floral
species that needs to be protected, and
just like the IPRA Law it was enacted
on 1972 and reaffirmed on 2018. Even
though there is no Tamaraw in Oriental
Mindoro it is still part of the Mts. Iglit-
Baco Natural Park. Like their IPRA
Law the park also has a Law and the
meeting that being conducted is to
consult them and to harmonize both
laws. Mr. Igna said that the laws are
both laws that needs to complement
each other, because they can’t just
agree if the other law is against the
other. APASu del Mundo agreed.

e Ms. Amor Asi, from PENRO Oriental
also gave her statement. She said that
she wunderstand the objectives of
installation of signages and the point of
the IPs that both laws should be
harmonized and based on the
agreement on the previous meetings, it

emphasizing the rights of IP on their
ancestral domain will be respected. The
purpose of the installation of signage is
just showing that the area is within the
Protected Area where there are plants
and animals that needs to be protected,
especially the endemic Tamaraw that
must be protected by the DENR and IPs
should be proud of it. She also read
what will be written in the signage. It
has no bad intention and just a part of
protecting the area and its biodiversity,
she said. The rights of the IPs based on
the IPRA Law will be acknowledged.
The IPs and the DENR is always
together in this cause because they are
in the mountains as well as their
community, so the government through
the DENR are also protecting them.

e Mr. Marcus Libudan asked why their
ancestral domain title is not yet
awarded while the matters with regards
to Tamaraw and the park are discussed
very often and seems like given more
importance than the IPs.

e Mr. Awday said that the Mangyans and
Tamaraw in Oriental Mindoro exists at
the same time and water is the primary
source of life. He said that the MIBNP-
PAMO’s aspiration is good and
requested to not oppress the Mangyan
and stay where the identified boundary
is located and don’t expand it anymore.
It was agreed by Ms. Asi. She also
explained that the purpose of the marks
is to protect the area and to retain its
natural resources. She also said that
there are three that they should be
proud off which are the Tamaraws, the
Mangyans, and the Mt. Halcon that the
DENR are protecting together with
other government agencies including
LGU’s, NCIP, etc.

should love one another that’s why
there is a consultation and not just
execution of the activity without their
approval because they are being
considered as part of it. Mr. Giayan
said that the IPRA Law and ENIPAS
are just a law that was being
implemented by the people and if one
this are violated there is a big effect on
them.

Mr. Giayan asked again how much will
be their share with regards to the
Tamaraw.

PASu Aragones explained again that
the farm lot, community and their
“sagrados” area will be avoided and
respected. They will still have the rights
in the land, free to do their daily
activity and won’t be forbidden to enter
the area beyond the markings. The
signages will just be placed within the
boundary line as a notice to the public
that the certain area is within the
protected area. There will be no written
statement in the signage that the IPs in
the area will be prohibited to harvest
their banana or coconut or any other
crops that are planted in the area. Mr.
Giayan said to have a clear agreement
because he fears that when the time
comes, it will be used against them to
remove their rights in the area.

One of the IP members asked if cutting
of trees will be prohibited. PASu
Aragones answered that it was included
in the draft MOA that presented that
they are allowed to cut trees in their
traditional method for their own use. He
also asked that based on the previous
meeting, the next activity after the
installation of signage will be the
planting of trees, if there are no planted
trees in their area, like Gmelina. PASu
Aragones clarified that there is no
Gmelina inside the protected area and it
is not advisable to plant an exotic tree
species inside the PA. Ms. Asi also said
that they are not recommending to plant
Gmelina and Mahogany inside the
protected area because they are exotic
species and explained some of the
effects of it in the natural environment.
Mr. Matigon Soligan shared that their
tribe have rules and regulations in their
ICCA, where they have an area that

established for “pagkakain™, an area
where the “pagkakaingin® is not
allowed but for the purpose of hunting
only, and an area where both
“pagkakaingin” and hunting is not
allowed and purely for conservation
only. Accordingly, anyone who violates
will face a certain punishment. He said
that having a signage is an advantage
but they need to make sure that it will
not be placed in the area of their
“kaingin” and the two other area that
they were established. There should be
a cooperation with each other, it
shouldn’t be argued and proper
consultation to the leader should be
made, because everything in that area
should be protected and it is theirs. The
installation of signages within the
boundary line is just showing that the
area is the boundary line of the PA. The
goal in protecting the environment and
natural resources should be clear.

One of the IP asked about until when
will be the boundary in the area. PASu
Aragones answered that the boundary is
already identified and it will never be
changed until the law was amended.
One of them again asked that if they are
the partner in protecting the Tamaraw
and oversee the park, how much will be
their share. Ms. Asi answered that their
benefits in the park is having a fresh
environment that will give them their
resources needed. The DENR also has
programs that are focus on them like
the National Greening Program and the
Bantay Gubat.

Ms. Asi again read the draft
Memorandum of Agreement based on
their comments.

Mr. Soligan said that they have a
written document for their ICCA that
anyone who violates it has a
corresponding fine. He said that he
wants a clear discussion between him as
an IPMR in their locality and other
Chairman of the tribes and other
concerns. He was there when the IRR
was constructed and it was clear that
the PA was covered their ancestral
domain. Mr. Soligan added that he also
wants to present their written
documents regarding their ICCA which
was agreed by the leaders.

Mr. Solmay expressed his thoughts and

the statement of Mr. Soligan
and said that he also believe
in their belief, and if the
signage were installed in the
area, their cultural practices
will be respected and he will
support if they have rituals.

said that he didn’t see in the draft

Mr. Igna shared his thoughts when the
IRR was established. He said that the
Senators, Governors, Congressman,
Mayors and Barangays have
representatives  but  there’s  no
representative from their tribe. He said
that it was unfair for them. Ms. Asi said
that the DENR was fair for them
compare to other government agencies.
He mentioned that they have only one
representative while their tribe has two
(2) to ensure that their voices will be
heard for the implementation of the
laws. Mr. Igna said that with regards to
recognizing their rights and power in
their ICCA, in relation to IPRA law,
IRR and management of their ancestral
domain, it is not yet clear to him
because the agreement being presented
is just about the installation of signages
and he thinks that they are being
deceived. He said that he will not sign
until there is a clear agreement. Ms. Asi
asked what do they want to add in the
agreement and Mr. Igna said that they
will make their own agreement. It was
agreed by Ms. Asi and PASu Aragones

PASu Aragones asked what do they
want to add in the MOA and explained
that whatever written in the draft MOA
was based on the previous meeting with
them. He reiterated that their rights in
their ancestral domain are being
respected so they should also respect
the ENIPAS law. The two (2) laws are
not against in each other, it should be
harmonized so there will be no
misunderstanding. He said that they can
help them to follow-up their CADT but
the issuance of the title is not covered

Mr. Bayani Sumbad said that it was
already explained last month to the
Sadik Habanan Buhid at Brgy.
Batangan, which was delivered by an
engineer about the situation of their
ancestral domain. Mr. Sumbad said that
what their chairman wants is to give or
award them their ancestral domain and
they will accept the project because
there’s a lot of project that are entering
in their ancestral domain and they don’t
have a firm commitment yet because
they still don’t have a legal document
even though they know their obligation
in the ancestral domain. He shared that
it is also their request to other
government agencies and NGOs that
are entering in their ancestral domain,
because they really want to award the
CADT. He also said that in the part of
the NCIP, they just want to make sure
that the project that will enter in the
ancestral domain of the IPs are clear to
them and they understand the approval
of the project, but based on the
discussion even though it is the fourth
meeting already, there are still things
that the tribe didn’t understand. The
discussion should be not just the
installation of signage but its program.
PASu Aragones said that it was all
about the installation of signages and
was already discussed to them. Ms. Asi
also said that the program is a part of
protecting the park. Mr. Sumbad said
that they understand the agreement for
the installation of signage and it will
still remain until they are in there and it
should also be until their next
generation. If the agreement is clear to
them, they will accept it including other
clarifications and request that they give.
He said that the NCIP can help in
drafting the MOA based on the request
and concerns of the IPs but the approval
and signing of it will be given by them
willingly.

Mr. Lagtum Pasag also shared some of
the doubts of their tribe that needs
clarification like total areas of the Mts.
Iglit-Baco Natural among others. He
said that in the ENIPAS, there’s a
provision regarding the IPs and in the

They just noticed
that when it comes to the process of the
project of the DENR it was being
implemented too fast, but in terms of
their CADT it is always being set aside,
but according to PASu, the issuance of
their CADT is not in the power of the
DENR but in the NCIP, still they will
help through follow-up or in the
projection of the title issued by the
DENR.

PASu Aragones explained the
project of the MIBNP-PAMO to
the representatives of the
National Commission on
Indigenous Peoples (NCIP) and
the agreements based on the
previous meetings.

PASu Aragones also informed
NCIP and IPs that the MIBNP-
PAMO has a target for the next
year in identifying/determining
Multiple Use Zone (MUZ) and
the Strict Protection Zone (SPZ).

Ms, Eden Cenon, representative
from NCIP said that the
involvement of the tribe in
guiding where the signage will
be installed is good because
when the Mts. Iglit-Baco Natural
Park was delineated and mapped
without their knowledge and
consent caused surprised among
the IPs. She clarified that it
happened because there has no
proper consultation to the
concerned community.

Ms. Cenon said that the hunting
grounds and the “sagrados™ area
should be considered by the
DENR, even the areas was
identified as MUZ and SPZ
should be clear to the IPs so
disrespecting their traditional
activities/beliefs will be avoided.

Ms. Cenon mentioned that they
requested the  Biodiversity
Corridor for fundings for the
updating of the ADSDPP of the
tribe and validate if the wildlife
conservation is included in the
said Plan.

Mr. Ingay Solmay said that with
regards to the project of the
DENR, the process is
considerably fast but when it
comes to the registration of their
CADT, it is too slow that makes
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them worried. He asked why
can’t it be process together at the
same time. Ms. Cenon clarified
that their CADT 1is already
approved, it just needs to register
to the LRA. Mr. Solmay again
said that why can’t it be process
together, the registration of their
CADT in exchange of their
approval of the DENR project.
Ms. Cenon shared the reason
why the registration of the
CADT was delayed. She said
that it was due to the issued
CLOAs inside their ancestral
domain, which is being claimed
by the non-IPs. She also said that
the survey with regards to their
CADT is already done and
expect that their CADT will be
awarded before the year ends.
Mr. Dama Igna shares his doubts
that the installation of the
signages in their ancestral
domain will be the cause of
slowing down the awarding of
their CADT. Ms. Cenon agreed
because until now the DENR
didn’t give a projection. Mr. Igna
said that they already wrote a
letter to the DENR and asked to
help them mapped out the
projection of the titled areas
inside their ancestral domain so
they will know where is it and
how many hectares, because
based on the IPRA Law, if the
tilted was true, they will be
recognized and respected. He
fears that if the signages will be
installed, it will be deducted
from their ancestral domain
when the time comes which they
don’t want to happen.

Mr. Igna clarified that there is
no title in the upper part of the
MIBNP but the MIBNP-PAMO
are asking permission to install
the signages so they are
requesting too to help them
mapped out the titled areas inside
their CADT.

The map of the MIBNP where
the proposed signages will be

PASu Aragones clarified that the
map of the MIBNP is already
there and legislated. Their CADC
and CADT are inside and based
on the ENIPAS Act their rights
will be respected. They should be
the partner of the DENR in
developing the park.

He asked PASu
Aragones to be in-charge in
explaining them which was
agreed by PASu Aragones and
said that they will orient the
assigned personnel of MIBNP

addressed to the DENR in
Oriental.

Ms. Cenon clarified the point of
Mr. Igna and told him that the
map of their ancestral domain is
already done and as far as she can
see as for PASu Aragones the
activity of the PAMO will not
affect the awarding of their
CADT.

Mr. Pasag also said that the
installation of the signages will
not be the reason to slow down
the process of their CADT and
was also included in the
agreement and assured by
PASu Aragones.

Mr. Giayan said that whatever
presented to them should not
just by talk but also in action
so they can give their full trust
to everyone and protect the
environment altogether. He
also suggested consulting also
the Taubuid tribe at the part of
Gloria, Oriental Mindoro
regarding the activity which
was agreed by PASu
Aragones.
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in this activity so that if they
encounter other Bangon tribe
in the area, they will be able
explained the conduct of
activity to them.

Mr. Solmay again said that he
will agree and sign the MOA
together with the awarding of
their CADT at the same time.
Ms. Cenon clarified that the
awarding of their CADT is not
on the management of the
NCIP but in Ancestral
Domains Office, and also, she
suggested holding on to what
PASu Aragones said that the
installation of signages will
not affect the awarding of
their CADT. She asked PASu
Aragones when will be the
target for the project to finish.
PASu Aragones responded
and said that it should be
accomplished within this year.
Mr.  Pasag  shared  his
experiences in waiting for so
long on their CADT to be
awarded to them. He said that
for them the tribe seems so
difficult to get the support of
DENR when it comes to
registration of their CADT.

Dagdag
pa niya, mas mainam na maibigay ng SHBI ang mga kinakailangang datus sa halip na
unahin ang usapin ng pag-papanumbalik ng mga CLOA at kaparehas na usapin dahil
marami pa itong pagdadaanan na proseso na magreresulta lang ng lalong pagka-antala sa
pagpaparehistro ng kanilang CADT.

Nagpahayag naman ng opinyon si G. Pasag patungkol sa usapin ng CLOA, aniya,
batid nilang mahabang usapin ang CLOA, kung kaya’t sa ginawa nilang kapasiyahan
kasama si Rey Luna at iba pa, nagdesisyon sila na isantabi na muna ang usaping ito.

Kaya sinabi ni RED Claudio na ibigay at ipadala kaagad ng SHBI ang mga
kinakailangang datus na sa palagay nila ay makakatulong para sa pag-mamapa ng
kanilang CADT habang ang DENR ay nakikipag-ugnayan sa ibang ahensya at
nangangalap din ng iba pang datus at basehan.

Samantala, nagpahayag ng suhestiyon si G. Giayan, ayon sa kanya, ang
kahilingan niya at ng buong pamayanang katutubo ay ang maibigay ang kanilang titulo
upang maalis ang kanilang mga agam-agam. Sinabi din niya na dahil sa karanasan at
mahabang panahon ng pakikipag-ugnayan sa gobyerno, mahirap ng maniwala sa salita
lang, kung kaya’t nais nilang makasiguro at makita kung hanggang saan talaga ang
pagpupursige ng gobyerno na sila ay matulungan. Sinambit din niya na sa parte ng mga
katutubo, kung nakikita naman nila na maganda at mapapakinabangan ang mga proyekto
ng gobyerno, sila ay mabilis na sumasang-ayon, subalit dahil sa karanasan, sila ay
nahihirapang mag-desisyon.

Sumagot si RED Claudio at sinabing naiinitindihan ng pamunuan ng DENR ang
kanilang hinaing at kalagayan, dahil dito sinabi nya na subukan ang DENR dabhil aniya ay
makakaasa ang mga kapatid na katutubo na tutulungan sila sa usapin ng kanilang CADT.
Ayon pa sa kanya, ninanais din ng DENR na mapabilis ang pagpaparehistro ng CADT ng
Buhid at Bangon nang sa ganun ay maging maayos at matapos na ang planong paglalagay
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ng mga tanda o signages sa mga pagitan ng MIBNP. Sinabi din niya na bilang tulong sa
mga katutubo, makikipag-ugnayan ang DENR sa DTI at TESDA base na din sa
napagkasunduan sa huling pagpupulong. Ibinahagi din ni RED Claudio ang kanilang
karanasan pagdating sa usapin ng CADT kung kaya’t ang pamunuan ng DENR ay
ispirado at may kumpyansa na mangako na tutulong sa pagpaparehistro ng CADT ng
katutubong Buhid at Bangon. Dagdag pa niya, nais din nila na sa panahon na ito ay
mangyayare na ang matagal nang minimithi ng katutubong pamayanan ng Buhid at
Bangon para sa kanilang lupang ninuno.

Iminungkahi ni RED Claudio na sinang-ayunan at pinangalawahan nina CENRO

magamit sa pag-project at pag-sesegregate ng mga tituladong lupain sa loob ng CADT,
upang mabigyan ng DENR ang SHBI ng Certificate of Non-Overlap o CNO kung walang
makikitang problema.

Nagpayahag naman ng hinaing si G. Pasag patungkol sa paghingi nila ng kopya
ng mga naisyung CLOA sa loob ng kanilang CADT sa DAR. Aniya, ikinalulungkot niya
na hindi nila kayang ibigay ang hinihingi ng DENR, sapagkat mangilang beses na umano
silang lumapit sa kinauukulan, ngunit nabigo silang makahingi ng mga kopya ng mga
nasabing CLOA.

Sumagot si RED Claudio at sinabing kailangan lang sumulat ng SHBI o NCIP sa

dokumento na hinihiningi ng DENR. Tinukoy din niya ang mga lugar na may CLOA sa
loob ng kanilang CADT. Ayon sa kanya, ang mga ito ay sa may bandang Ilog ng
Bongabong, sa may Panluan. Nabanggit din niya na may kaibigan sila mula sa isang
NGO na may ginawang mapa na naka-project ang mga tituladong lupa. Sinabi niya na
baka makakatulong ang Technical Description (TD) ng kanilang CADT. Kasabay nito,
inihayag din niya ang kanyang interes sa tulo-tuloy na pakikipag-ugnayan kina PENRO
Valle, CENRO Boyles, CENRO Quebec, at PASu Aragones para sa pagpaparehistro ng
kanilang CADT.

Dahil dito, sinuhestiyon ni RED Claudio na ibigay ng SHBI sa mas lalong
madaling panahon ang ano mang mayroon sila, kabilang ang TD ng kanilang CADT
upang mas mapabilis ang proseso ng pag-mamapa at pag-sesegregate.

Samantala, nagpahayag ng opinion si G. Dama Igna, representatante ng
katutubong pamayanan mula sa munisipalidad ng Bansud, Oriental Mindoro. Aniya,
batid nila na minamadali ng MIBNP-PAMO sa pamumuno ni PASu Aragones ang
pagtatayo ng mga signages o tanda sa pagitan ng MIBNP na nasasakupan din ng kanilang
lupang ninuno. Subalit ayon sa kanya, hindi pa umano sila magkasundo sapagkat hindi pa
nila nakakamit kanilang kahilingan na CADT. Nilinaw niya na hangga’t hindi pa na-
sesegregate ang CLOA sa loob ng kanilang CADT ay hindi pa nila pipirmahan ang
kasunduan sa pagitan ng SHBI at MIBNP-PAMO para sa pagtatayo ng mga signages.

Idinagdag din niya na mag-
iisyu ang DENR ng Certificate of Non-Overlap kung walang magiging problema sa
gagawing pag-mamapa. Samantala, hiniling ni RED Claudio na kung maaari ng simulan
ang paglalagay ng signages kapag naibigay na ng SHBI ang mga hinihinging datus ng
DENR at nakikita na ng mga katutubo na nagsisimula na ang pagmamapa ng kanilang
CADT. Ayon pa sa kanya, mahalaga ang paglalagay ng mga signages o tanda sa mga
pagitan ng MIBNP dabhil ito ay pabor din para sa mga katutubo,

Sumagot si G. Giayan at sinabi na bilang mga lider ng mga katutubo na
humaharap sa mga pag-pupulong, responsibilidad nila na iparating ang mga nais
mangyare ng kanilang tribu at pamayanan. Aniya, sa panig ng mga katutubo, nais nilang
mangyare at makita ang resulta ng mga ginagawang pagtulong ng gobyerno sa
pagpaparehistro ng kanilang CADT. Ayon pa sa kanya, sa panig ng mga lider na
katutubo, kung ang gobyerno ay lalapit sa kanila para sa mga proyektong alam nila na
makabubuti at makakatulong sa mga katutubo ay hindi naman sila mahirap kausap.

Sinabi ni RED Claudio na marami pang programa ang DENR sa Oriental at
Occidental Mindoro at nais nilang makasama ang mga katutubo sa pagpupursige ng mga
proyekto lalong-lalo na sa mga lugar na sakop ng CADT. Binigyan din nya ng
importansya at respeto ang katutubong pang-unawa sa pangangalaga ng kapaligiran.

Iminungkahi ni G. Giayan at pinangalawahan nina RED Claudio at PENRO
Tanada ang kahilingang ng SHBI na sa mas lalong madaling panahon ay ipagpatuloy
ang pagsasagawa ng mga napagkasunduan base sa naging pagpupulong, upang sabay
na makamit ng DENR at ng pamayanang katutubo ang kani-kanilang hangarin.

Kasabay nito ibinahagi niya ang pagpupursige at pagsisikap na ginagawa nila upang
mapagtuunan ng pansin ang usapin ng CADT ng Buhid-Bangon.

Ibinahagi din ni PENRO Tafiada na kahit gabi na ay pinilit nilang makadalo
noong una at kasalukuyang pagpupulong para sa usapin ng pagpaparehistro ng CADT ng
Buhid-Bangon. Dagdag pa niya, magtiwala ang SHBI dahil desidido ang DENR na
matulungan sila sa kanilang CADT at hangad din ng DENR na maisagawa ang mga
programa nito sa tulong ng mga katutubo.

Nagpahayag ng suhestiyon si CENRO Santos at sinabi na kung pwede ay payagan
na ng mga katutubo ang MIBNP-PAMO na mailagay ang mga signages o tanda nito sa
pagitan ng MIBNP.

Sumagot si Pasu Aragones na mayroon silang usapan ng SHBI tungkol sa
paglalagay ng signages base sa ginawang pagpupulong sa Bongabong, Occidental
Mindoro. Aniya, isa sa naging kondisyon ng SHBI ay ang mailapit ng MIBNP-PAMO
ang kanilang hinaing kay RED Claudio at pormal na makausap. Dahil dito, sinabi ni
PASu Aragones na sa tingin niya ay nagampanan ng PAMO ang kanilang ipinangako,
kung kaya’t umaasa siya na tutuparin din ng SHBI ang kanilang ipinangako.
