Respectfully submitted is the report on the conducted Coastal Clean-Up and Mangrove
Tree Planting in line with the celebration of World Oceans Day and Coral Triangle Day held on
June 09, 2023 in Barangay Ino, Mogpog, Marinduque.

The said activities were successfully undertaken in collaboration with the Philippine
National Police (PNP), Philippine Coast Guard (PCG), Marinduque State College (MSC) and
Barangay Local Government Unit (BLGU) of Barangay Ino, Mogpog, Marinduque. A total of
two hundred (200) Bacauan propagules were planted in the Graduated NGP area (site code: 15-
174000-0005-0008) in Barangay Ino, Mogpog. Eight (8) sacks of segregated non-biodegradable
wastes were collected from the one (1) kilometer coastline in the same barangay.

A total of one hundred two (102) participants joined the activity composed of sixty two
(62) males and forty (40) females.

Attached is the comprehensive report, planting site map, attendance sheet, photo
documentation, filled- out data of trash collected forms and copy of the invitation letters for
information and ready reference.

Coral
Triangle Day is an international ecological observance held annually on June 9. The Coral
Triangle Day theme 2023 is “Ocean Needs Actions” 1t aims to celebrate the biodiversity of
the Coral Triangle and to raise awareness of its conservation and protection.

Relative to this, PENRO Marinduque conducted simultaneous Coastal Clean-up and
Mangrove Planting activities on June 9, 2023 in Barangay Ino, Mogpog, Marinduque in
cooperation with the Philippine National Police (PNP), Philippine Coast Guard (PCG),
Marinduque State College (MSC), and Barangay Local Government Unit (BLGU) of Ino,
Mogpog, Marinduque.

The simultaneous Coastal Clean-Up and Mangrove Planting activity were participated
of one hundred two (102) participants composed of sixty-two (62) males and forty (40)
females. A total of two hundred (200) propagules were planted during the Mangrove Planting
activity within the National Greening Program (NGP) area. Moreover, trashes/wastes collected
during coastal clean-up were segregated from non-biodegradable and biodegradable. Non-
biodegradable wastes like plastics and straws were put in the sacks handled by the municipal
garbage collector for proper disposal. They have collected eight (8) sacks of non-biodegradable
wastes while biodegradable waste such as leaves, paper, coconut husks and twigs were buried
underground.

Attached herewith are photos during the said activities map of the planting and cleanup
sites, attendance, filled out data trash collected forms and copy of desiminated invitation
letters.
