Information gathered revealed that the
said fauna species was turned-over by a resident of Barangay Balete, Calapan City, Oriental
Mindoro.

Monitor Lizard adapt to many environments. They can be found in jungles and rain
forest, but also in aquatic areas and hot and dry areas . Most monitor have long bodies,
powerful legs, strong claws, and muscular tails and they prey ranges from insects to large
mammals, depending upon the lizard’ size.
